Endsheet stock is Champion 65 pound stainless steel text cover weight. The design applied to the front was created by Mary

Curran of the College of the Holy Cross, and was prepared by Debbie Concepcion of the State College facility's Creative Services

Department. It is printed in PMS #527.

The cover is purple kivar material. The grain texture is cordova, and a silver metalay application has been covered with a PMS

process black overtone rub.
Although various typefaces were used throughout the book, the basic type comes from the Garamond family. Body copy is 12

pt., and cutlines are set in 3 pt. Division page headlines are of the American Text Style.
