Changes:

In coordination with the Center for Writing, we aim to reach
all of our students with a message of academic honesty and good writing and citation
technique.

Research Sessions? Many of you already encourage or require these sessions for your
students. We ask that if you do encourage or require PRS, please:

This allows us to
schedule accordingly.

- encourage, when appropriate, groups of 2 or 3 to sign up for one session. This frees up
other valuable slots for individuals.
