Shattuck, treasurer of Harvard, pro-
tested that it would take too much land
from the Arnold Arboretum, and offered
to appeal to the 1931 Legislature to cut
tbe proposed width down to SO feet.
The final item in the city's major pro-

gramme calls for the expenditure of
$1,000,000 to widen Dorchester avenue.
South Boston, from Fort Point Chan-
nel bridge to the Old Colony boulevard,
opening up the "bottle-neck" in the
waterfront route between the South
Station and the south shore.

Merchandise Slips, Not
Old Clothes, Need,

Says Mayor

To empty the shelves of the re-
tail firms of the State and start the
wheels of industry in motion, Mayor
•Curley yesterday suggested to the
State ent..gency unemployment com-
mittee a campaign to have the
wealthy women of Massachusetts
give merchandise certificates instead
of their old clothes to the poor.

SCORES FIRST PROPOSAL
In a letter to Chairman James J.

Phelan of the State committee, the
Mayor contended that the committee's
proposal to have the women give away
their old clothes and promise to buy
new ones would not be successful In
its proposed purpose of stimulating
sales.
The Mayor hinted that the women of

wealth would buy new Christmas
clothes anyhow, and if they would pre-
sent credit slips to the poor, the sales
would be doubled.
In his communication to the State

committee, the Mayor said:
"The proposition that the good people

of the Commonwealth send in their old
garments for the unemployed and agref
to buy new ones for themselves wools
not, in my opinion, accomplish the put,
pose desired, namely, promote large]
sales of merchandise, for the reasot
that human nature does not change
even in a period of depression and, while
the intent might be good, the probabil-
ity is that it would not be carried out.

Permission to borrow outside the

debt limit for the projects will be
asked by him in time for the in-
coming Legislature to act on it when
it convenes next month. Speedy
action will insure the completion of
the work in 1931, he said.
The biggest of the works planned

is the subway extension from Cop-
ley 601. to Brookline Village at an
estimated cost of m,000,000.
DOUBLE DECK HIGHWAY
The first link of the "Centiel

Artery Plan," the double-deck hig,ti•
way. Is also included. The first link
will be constructed from North Sta-
tion to Cross at., near Haymarket
sq., and is designed to relieve the
congestion that will eventually
come at that point with the com-
pletion of the $16,000,000 treffic
tunnel to East Boston. The first
link will coat *5,000,000.
His school construction program

will account for $3,500,000 during
the year and the new Chelsea
bridge, planned to replace the one
