As many of them receive as

little as $.5.86 a day, and they are paid

only for the days on which they serve

on the bench, it was indicated that

many of them, particularly in the

smaller districts would resign rather

than give up their neighborhood clients

who represent most of their business.

The present Legislature will consider

several proposals during the current

session to provide adequate salaries for

the judiciary and for the clerks so that

their compensation would be sufficient

to maintain them without resorting to

private practice, and enable them to

give full time to the bench.

Although the House last year, on the

Governor's recommendations, twice

passed a bill to bar the district court

judges and clerks from the practice of

law on the criminal side of the courts,

the Senate both times defeated the

measure.
