Asked
to comment on the criticism in a New
York paper on the manner in which
the city's advertised financial statement
was prepared, the city treasurer de-
clared that he stood on the figures as
published and would affirm their correct-
ness.
Failure of the city to attract bids for

bonds made up of $3,500.000 at a rate
of 4 per cent and $5,000,000 at the rate
of 414 per cent, appeared to be no sur-
prise to the bond men, inasmuch as bonds
of existing city of Boston issues are
available to yield as much as 4.40 per
cent. Therefore. the financial men be-
lieve that the city will find it necessary
to raise the coupon rate.
